Grants will help educators:

· Purchase materials and equipment for the classroom, school, or community.
· Begin new outreach and educational programs focused on skepticism and critical thinking.

· Enhance and expand existing skepticism and critical thinking educational programs.

· Attend courses, workshops, or conferences related to scientific skepticism that will substantially contribute to their teaching activities.

The JREF will award a limited number of grants of up to $500 each. Educators selected to receive grants are those whose are deemed to:

· Have the greatest need.
· Have submitted detailed proposals describing how the grant money will be spent.
· Be likely to have the most significant and widest impact with their proposed activities.
We ask that curricula and other resources developed with the help of this grant be made available to other educators through the James Randi Educational Foundation.
